Activities for Everyone
First Landing State Park
First Landing State Park (formerly Seashore State Park) offers recreational opportunities at Cape Henry in the
independent city of Virginia Beach, Virginia. As the first planned state park of Virginia, First Landing is listed on the
National Register of Historic Places as Seashore State Park Historic District. A portion of the park is listed as a National
Natural Landmark as part of the Seashore Natural Area. The state park is near the site of the first landing on April 26,
1607 of Christopher Newport and the Virginia Company colonists before establishing themselves at Jamestown. The
park includes cabins, areas for camping, fishing, and swimming, a public beach, and over 19 miles (31 km) of trails for
hiking and biking. Virginia’s most popular state park, it’s visited by over a million people each year.

Virginia Aquarium & Marine Science Center

Travel on an aquatic journey from the shore to the depths of the Atlantic Ocean and experience coastal habitats from
around the world. Thousands of animals representing over 300 species, displayed in entertaining and educational
exhibits, are ready to enchant, entertain and inspire you!

Adventure Park at Virginia Aquarium

There’s nothing like a day at The Adventure Park at Virginia Aquarium! The amazing aerial forest park features climbing
and zip lining through majestic trees near the Virginia Aquarium & Marine Science Center’s Marsh Pavilion. Take to the
treetops on 15 trails that weave between tree platforms on the 6-acre site.

NAS Oceana Skeet & Trap Range

The Oceana Skeet & Trap Range is located on the North side of the Oceana Naval Air Station, near Virginia Beach, Va.

A 3rd skeet range is being
built. The range also has a 2000 sqgft. clubhouse, with kitchen facilities, which is available for conferences, meetings and
other special events.

The Fall Golf Tournament is Tuesday, October 30th at The Princess Anne Country Club. Shotgun start at 1:00p.m. SHARP!
Long considered to be one of the region’s most beautiful and challenging par 70 tracts, the new course was designed by
Pete Dye protégé, Tim Liddy, to be a superb fusion of art and strategy for the novice and seasoned player. The 6,042 yard
course meanders through scenic neighborhoods lined by lush pines and crosses several inlets and lakes. It embraces the
land’s natural features and enfolds greens and bunkers that were meticulously shaped by hand.

The tournament fee of $200/person includes lunch, continuous beverage service, greens fees, shared cart, range balls,
individual hole contests, tournament prizes, $20 in mulligans to benefit the VRMCA Education Foundation, and taxes and
gratuity.

The lunch will be provided to all registered golfers beginning at 12:15 p.m. at the club. The Princess Anne Country Club is
located at 3800 Pacific Avenue, a very short drive from the Hilton.
